Eucharistic Adoration of the 
Blessed Sacrament takes place on 

Holy Thursday night, where the 
faithful remain in the presence of 
the Eucharist, just as the Disciples 

kept a vigil with Christ. This 
adoration is a sign of devotion to 

and worship of Jesus Christ, who is 
present in body, blood, soul, and 
divinity, under the appearance of 

the consecrated host.

In Christian tradition, the foot-washing ceremony 
takes place on the Thursday before Easter to 
commemorate Jesus Christ 's washing the feet of 
his 12 disciples at the Last Supper. The ceremony is 
meant to highlight Jesus' humility and love for all. 
The early Christian church introduced the custom 
to imitate Jesus' selfless love.

Christians venerate the 
cross on Good Friday 
to commemorate the 

crucifixion of Jesus Christ 
and his suffering, as well 

as the salvation he has 
wrought for believers. The 
tradition dates back to the 

4th century, when Christians 
in Jerusalem would kneel, 
bow, and kiss a relic of the 
true cross in remembrance 

of the Passion of Christ.
